Rules and conditions of safe storage and usage
of upholstered furniture
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® Convertible coach is an upholstered furniture item with dual function
— a coach for rest and relaxation and a bed for sleep. It is intended for
home use.

® Sharp fluctuations of humidity and temperature, direct sun light,
moisture and close location of heat sources cause accelerated ageing
of paint-and-lacquer coating, deformation of wooden elements of the
furniture, ageing of the holstery and the filler.

® Lacquer and wooden surfaces need to be protected against solvents
(spirit, petrol, acetone, acids, alkalies, colognes, etc.). They should be
cleaned by a soft cloth (flannel, woolen cloth, plush).

® Every so often check and tighten up screw and bolt connections used
in the assembly of the convertible coach.

® While using the opening mechanism, follow the sequence of steps
provided by the assembling instruction.

@ Direct contact of the convertible coach with water, as well as its use
in the premises with high humidity (bath-houses, sauncs...), are not
allowed.

®Be careful when opening the packaging, because it is easy to
damage the holstery with a sharp object. Before removing the plastic
packaging, lift the coach carefully.

® The coach should be moved in a slightly lifted position above the
floor level. While moving, avoid intense stretching of the coach holstery.
@ |t is not allowed to put hot objects and objects with sharp edges on
the coach surface.

@ [t is not allowed to sit on the backrest and armrests of the coach, nor
it is allowed to stand on them. This may damage the coach or its
opening mechanism.

® Linen container of the convertible corner coach is intended for
storage of the sleeping gear. Maximal load on the bottom of the linen
container should not exceed 15 kg.

Features of furniture leathers
use and treatment

® Natural leather has its special odor and natural impression pattern.
Wrinkles or folders arise due to elastic properties of the natural leather
and are not considered to be defects.

® While in use, natural furniture leather becomes softer, opaque, it may
attain some lighter areas on the surface.

® Natural leather is good at taking up and giving back moisture. It is
required to maintain relative humidity in the room at the level of 50% -
70%. If the humidity is lower, the leather will start giving back moisture
which will lead to early dryness and fragility of the leather and, as a
result, to shedding of the dye.

® To remove dust and dirt, use a soft flannel cloth moisten in water and
well squeezed out.

® To clean and treat the surfaces of natural furniture leather, use only
specially designed cleaners or ABSORB treatment (sold in IKEA).

o If the delivery of the coach of natural leather takes place in cold
season (below -10° C), then, prior to use, the coach should be carefully
unpacked and left in a warm room for at least 24 hours.

® To prevent discoloration or fading, it is not desirable to put the coach
under direct sun rays, intensive electric bulbs, as well as near heating
equipment and fire-places.

@ If liquid gets onto the surface of the coach, it should be immediately
removed with the help of a clean moisture-absorbing cloth and dried.
Do not use a fan or other appliances to dry the wet area.

@ If oil or grease get onto the surface of the coach, remove them with a
dry clean cloth, do not use water and do not try to wash them away.

Recommendations on how to use
the opening mechanism

®|f creak occurs, it is recommended to apply a small amount of
machine grease to moving details of the mechanism and to the hooks
of the springs.

@ [t is not allowed to fold the coach alongside the blanket, pillows, and
sleeping gear! Any foreign objects in the coach while folding may result
in breakage.

@ |t is not recommended to sit or lean on the edges of the headrest or
leg section when the coach is opened.
