This function monitors electric loading and limits the maximum power output to 3700 W for
each cooking area group (1+2 and 3+4), optimizing the power distribution and preventing
the system from overloading.

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Care and cleaning

Never use abrasive sponges, wire wool,
hydrochloric acid or other products
that might scratch or mark the surface.
